S Department of Environmental Protection ñ319ò Grants: 

Green Lake Watershed Improvement Project-This grant is for im-

plementing erosion control projects and for education and outreach in 

the Green Lake watershed.  So far, we have completed 60 road pro-

jects, 5 residential sites, and numerous educational activities including 

a Buffer Boat Cruise and a family Lake Day event. 

Beech Hill Watershed Survey- This grant is for conducting a survey 

of all the nonpoint source (NPS) pollution 

issues in the Beech Hill Pond watershed 

that are contributing sediment and phos-

phorus runoff to the lake.  Volunteers 

were trained to do a pre-survey of all NPS 

sites and District staff then went out and 

reviewed all these sites.  A final survey 

report will be completed this spring. 

Branch Lake Watershed Improve-

ment Project Phase II- This grant contin-

ues our nonpoint source pollution control 

work that we started in Phase I by focusing efforts on the northwestern 

section of the watershed.  So far, we have completed 7 road sites and 2 

residential sites. 

The above grants are funded in part by the Maine DEP through a US EPA 

Nonpoint Source Grant under section 319 of the Federal Clean Water Act. 

S  In May of 2010, the District co-hosted the Downeast/Central Regional Envirothon Competition for local 

high school teams at Leonardôs Mills in Bradley.  Participating 

schools included Hampden, Piscataquis, Jonesport-Beals, Bucks-

port, Lee Academy, Bangor, Washington Academy, Old Town, 

and Central High School.

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S  Our office provided services to over 3,300 documented 

callers and walk-in customers from all 37 towns in Han-

cock County.  We also provided much needed technical as-

sistance to municipalities in the county. 

S  The District held the 7th Annual Hancock County Lakes 

Survey Week where 100+ volunteers helped to conduct over 

55 surveys on area lakes for invasive aquatic plants.  Invasive 

aquatic plants spread rapidly and ruin lakes for boating, swim-

ming, and fishing.  Infestations lead to reduced property values along the lake and higher property taxes else-

where.  Early detection of these plants is the best defense, since once they are established; eradication and 

management are extremely costly.  At this time, there are no known invasive aquatic plant infestations in 

Hancock County and we hold this survey week to try to keep it that way. 

S  The District facilitates the Hancock County Lakes Alliance 

(HCLA): ñA forum for individuals and representatives of lake asso-

ciations to network and share information and resources for the pro-

tection of Hancock County Lakes.ò   The HCLA helps lakes network 

with each other, learn how to address nonpoint source pollution is-

sues, conduct water quality analysis, form lake associations, and 

much more.  It is a much needed cooperative group between the lakes 

in Hancock County because they all face the same issues and can bet-

ter protect their lakes if they work together and share information and 

resources. 

S  Blueberry ICM (Integrated Crop 

Management) Program: The District 

continues to work with blueberry grow-

ers in Hancock County by providing 

ICM scouting services.  This program is designed to teach farmers how to 

monitor their fields and only apply herbicides and insecticides when it is abso-

lutely necessary instead of spraying regularly whether the fields need it or not.  

Not only does this reduce negative environmental impacts, but it also helps to 

reduce costs for the grower.  

S  Other important work by the District: 

LakeSmart, a program of the Department of Environmental 

Protection that recognizes property owners in lake watersheds 

who manage and landscape their properties to protect water 

quality. 

Educational Farm Tour Program that reimburses schools 

and youth organizations the fee to tour local farms so that chil-

dren can see first hand our local agriculture. 

Contractor Certification , a program of the Department of 

Environmental Protection, that certifies contractors for basic 

and advanced erosion control practices.  A new law passed in 2008, requires 

that all excavation work in excess of one cubic yard done in shoreland areas, must be supervised by an indi-

vidual certified through this program.  This law is voluntary until January 1, 2013 to allow sufficient time for 

all construction companies to comply, then becomes mandatory.
