Happily, after a long winter of waiting, the laggdell in the tower has
been repaired. Thanks to the arduous efforts oJ&@mes Harris, electri-
cians have replaced the faulty part of the strikimechanism; and while
they were at it, they discovered two new issuesoi®had noticed, but
for years the smallest bell has been inoperatilayed rarely, it simply had
frozen. We will loose these works when we addressther issue. All the bells’ movements need to bg
lubricated with all weather grease so that thefjliftiheir purpose.

In 1937 a peal of ten bells was cast with an ingtion by William Pierson Hamilton, the
donor, “Let the voice of the ringing of these bellse the voice of my gratitude for the
recovery of my wife.” The bells have rung out thastkving for peaceful accords, and alarm
during conflict and strife. They inspire each dayd call people to worship, weddings, and
funerals.

And the campus map/interpretive panel has bedali®d and blessed. More than simply an aid toistar
so that they can appreciate St. Saviour’s riclohysind the story of our beautiful stained glassdeivs,
this sign points to our life as an active communityptivated by a mission, connected to our neighbamd
welcoming all persons. One paragraph reads:

THE HEARTBEAT OF LIFE

God offers love and grace to all persons, calling to be a community which embodies love,
grace, and justice for all as a sign of God'’s reaimg love. We invite you to become a full
participant as together we seek God and the fules life.
